Habitat for Humanity International and Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF) will celebrate the 
construction of the 1,000th house built worldwide since the partnership between the two organizations began in 
2000.  The house, which will become home for Rebekah Roach and Anthony Bohrn and their three children, 
will be blitz-built (completed in a week) with Habitat for Humanity of the Magic Valley, Lions members and 
other volunteers. Construction began May 31 and a dedication was on June 6. 
 
Lions Club International Foundation has pledged $12 million to Habitat for Humanity to build houses for 
individuals and families living with physical and mental disabilities. Funding from LCIF and Lions members 
have enabled families in the United States, South Korea, New Zealand, the Philippines, Zambia, Ivory Coast, 
Sri Lanka, Romania, Canada, Belize, India, Hungary and China to have a simple, decent and healthy place in 
which to live.  
 
“Lions have long been serving the needs of the less fortunate in their own communities and worldwide,” said 
LCIF Chairperson, Jimmy Ross, “Through this partnership we have been able to help more than 1,000 families 
have a better quality of life.”   
 
“We could not be more excited,” said Linda Fleming, executive director of HFH of the Magic Valley.  “We were 
among the first affiliates in Idaho to partner with the Lions in 1991, and now to celebrate this milestone with 
them is wonderful.”

LCIF is contributing $22,500 to the project, and the local 
Twin Falls Lions Club will match that amount. Twenty-
eight local contractors are donating their products and 
services to cover the remaining costs for the house, and 
others are providing lunches. “This is truly a community 
build,” said Fleming.  
 
“We are delighted to celebrate with the Lions the 1,000th 
house they have built in partnership with Habitat groups 
around the world,” said Jonathan Reckford, Habitat chief 
executive officer.  “This is a remarkable milestone. The 
emphasis that LCIF has on serving those who are visually 
impaired or otherwise disabled has allowed us to reach 
out more effectively to families in need of shelter. We are 
so grateful for their support.”

Update for 2009 Opening Eyes – June 2008  
 
The dates have been changed and the Opening Ceremony will be on February 7th at 2 PM and the Closing 
Ceremony is on February 13th at 7 PM.  Both events will be at the Idaho Center in Nampa.    Some of the event 
locations have also been changed:  Healthy Athletes will be at the BSU Student Union, Floor Hockey, Alpine 
Skiing, Speed Skating, and Figure Skating will be in Boise, Snowshoeing at Ponderosa State Park in McCall, 
and Nordic Skiing and Snowboarding will be in Sun Valley.  The bulk of the athletes will remain in Boise.   
At this point screenings will be done from 4 PM to 9 PM on February 8 to 12 and Friday the 13th from 11AM to 
4 PM.

$500.00 to a Hallack-Wellham Award for deceased Lion, Don Heller, $500.00 to 
the Parade of Checks at the Sun Valley Convention; $125.00 to the Jackpot Golf 
Tournament, $100.00 to Zoo Boise.  We also had a $50.00 personal donation to 
Zoo Boise. 
Our club members donated 32 hours of service delivering Meals on Wheels and 
we collected 356 pairs of glasses.   
Our May programs included a program by Idaho Fish & Game about Wolves and 
a program by Portneuf Hyperbaric Wound & Care Center about healing wounds & 
diabetic ulcers on feet & legs.  We lost one of our members and the other club 
members attended the funeral to support his family. 

Weiser Lions The month of May saw the completion of several projects for our Weiser Lions 
Club. We did our annual Mann Creek Cemetery Clean-up, awarded the Walt 
Kerfoot Athlete awards at the high school awards assembly, donated $3,000+ 
toward the Miss Western Idaho/Miss Washington County pageant,  donated $300 
to the Jordan Zeller Memorial Basketball Tournament, and donated $1,000 to the 
Sight & Hearing Foundation(Hallock-Wehmann). We also collected 326 used 
eyeglasses, 4 lbs of used lenses and 185 eyeglass cases and provided exam 
assistance to worthy individuals.    
Our painting project at the newly completed Memorial Park was inspected and 
approved by the city of Weiser.  Our club donation was both the labor and the 
paint expense for the new restrooms.   
We're also gearing up for the annual National Old Time Fiddle Contest week in 
June.

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China Earthquake Update from LCIF 

 
Dear Fellow Lions, 
 
I would like to update you on Lions Clubs International Foundation's and Lions' response to the massive 
earthquake in China on May 12. 
 
LCIF and Lions around the world are mobilizing more than US$2 million in funding and relief supplies. Within 
48 hours LCIF committed a major catastrophe grant of US$500,000. Lions in District 381 Guangdong in 
mainland China have raised more than US$450,000 and relief material including food and medicine, Lions in 
District 380 Shenzhen in mainland China have raised US$250,000 & relief material of US$200,000 and Lions 
in District 303 Hong Kong and Macau have raised US$160,000.  
 
A team of 40 Lions from Districts 381 and 380 traveled to Sichuan province to assist with hands-on relief 
efforts and the immediate and emerging needs of victims. The Lions are still in the area, disbursing relief 
materials including tents, medicine and food. Working with the Chinese Red Cross, Lions purchased 10 relief 
vehicles and ambulances. 
 
An organizing committee comprised of Lions from Districts 380, 381 and 303 and the China Council of Lions 
Clubs has been formed in order to plan and coordinate efficiently on the relief project. An immediate and long-
term relief plan is being developed by local Lions to involve four stages: rescue, support, resettlement and 
reconstruction. Lions are planning to establish Lions 'tent' cities using 800 family size tents. Swedish Lions 
helped supply the tents and are also contributing 3,000 blankets. 
 
 To support immediate and long-term needs, Lions around the world are responding. A designated LCIF 
account has been established to help channel donations for this disaster. Donations can be made online at 
www.lcif.org/donate noting “Lions China Earthquake Disaster Relief Fund” in the comments section.   
 
Lions of Ethiopia have donated $10,000; Chinese clubs in Vancouver, Canada expect to collect $100,000; and 
Taiwan Lions have committed $50,000. Lions in Brazil have partnered with a local company to provide 7,000 
blankets. Many Lions are also helping by sharing this news with fellow Lions and the media.   
 
Frequent and massive aftershocks have caused further damages and casualties from the tremor. There remain 
significant and varying needs. As in past large-scale disasters, Lions are on the ground now and are also 
steadfastly committed to long-term relief and reconstruction. Days, week and months from now Lions will 
continue to provide aid. There is a great need for tents since many houses were toppled in the quake and the 
rainy season has begun. Generators and water purifying machines are also in urgent need and will be well-
utilized. Lions are using immediate funds to purchase these items and are also requesting assistance to obtain 
these items. Chinese Lions and victims of the earthquake know they can count on Lions’ support to help as 
long as it takes to rebuild structures and rebuild lives. 
 
LCIF is in constant contact with local Lions to determine the best immediate and long-term response. These 
regular updates are being posted on the LCIF Web site in order to keep Lions and the general public up-to-
date on the latest news and response efforts. 
 
Lions and LCIF's efforts have not gone unnoticed. News of the relief being provided has appeared on AOL, 
Forbes, Chicago Tribune, Chicago Daily Herald and several other national newspapers around the world, 
including seven major daily papers in China. 
 
LCIF and Lions in China thank you for your continuous support for the victims in the affected areas.  LCIF and 
Lions are proving the international humanitarian good we can accomplish together.

Lions and Diabetes Awareness 
 
The Lions Diabetes Awareness Program was 
established in 1984 to assist Lions in conducting 
and supporting local and large-scale efforts leading 
to the control and treatment of diabetes and its 
complications through education, prevention and 
control, and research. 
In December 2006 the United Nations General 
Assembly passed a landmark resolution 
recognizing the diabetes epidemic as a global 
threat. Diabetes affects 246 million people and is 
expected to affect 380 million by 2025. Diabetes is 
the fourth leading cause of global death by disease. 

Diabetic retinopathy is the leading cause of vision 
loss in adults of working age (20 – 65 years) in 
industrialized countries. 
 
November  is Lions Diabetes Awareness Month: All 
Lions clubs, districts, and multiple districts are 
encouraged work with healthcare professionals to 
implement diabetes awareness projects in their 
communities. 
 
 

Lions Clubs International Foundation 
1000 Home with Habitat for Humanity 

 
 This has been the most tremendous 
experience in my year as District Governor of 39W.  
When we sent the application for this project I was 
unaware this was going to be a blitz home. I was 
certainly unaware that it would be the 1000th home 
LCIF had been involved with.  The Twin Falls Lions 
sent me the application in mid January and it 
indicated it was a blitz home, but that really didn’t 
register.  I knew the project had been approved in 
March, but as I was preparing to leave for Sun 
Valley on May 2nd, I received the call from LCIF, 
Kasondra Byrd, that we would be the 1000th home 
LCIF had been involved with Habitat Humanity over 
many years.  LCIF has committed about 
$12,000,000 during this time.  LCIF committed 
$22,500 for this project and the Twin Falls Lions 
committed the same amount in cash or in-kind 
donations for this project.   
 The ground breaking was conducted on 
Saturday, May 31, 2008.  On Monday, June 2, 
2008 the construction began.   We waited for nearly 
45 minutes for the TV station to show up because 
they were lost.  We had briefing from the lead 
contractors and Linda Fleming of Habitat for 
Humanity gave the construction crew the go ahead 
at 7:45 am.  The walls were pre-fab and went 
together like tongue and grove.  While the first wall 
was going up, other workers were bringing in the 
inside walls that were also pre-built.  In one hour 
period of time all walls were completely up.  As this 
crew completed its assignment the next crew was 
there to put rafters in place.  By lunch the rafters 
were up and the roof sheathing was installed.  The 
workers took a short break for lunch and the roofers 
showed up.  While all the walls were going up the 
plumbers, heating and cooling technicians and 
electricians were doing the rough work.  They 
worked until after 9:00 pm the first day so the 
inspector could approve their work and the sheet 
rock people could begin work that night.  Also after 
the sheathing was up the windows, doors and 
stucco preparation were in process.  The whole 
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process was overwhelming.  The planning for this 
blitz home had been in process for over a year.  
The timing of the crews was well planned and 
progressed at even a faster pace than expected.  
When I left the site at 6:30 pm it looked like a home 
that was ready for finish work.  Twin Falls Lions 
came at 5:30 to clean up the site so the next day 
crews could work in a clean environment. It is still 
hard to comprehend the building accomplishment 
of the first day on the blitz home. 
   The TV station finally found us about 9:30 
am.  In some respect it was good timing as saws 
were buzzing and nail guns were hammering.  The 
rafters were going up and the reporter had this for 
his first part of the news segment.  He interviewed 
Linda Fleming, Director of Habitat for Humanity and 
the person most knowledgeable on the blitz build.  
He interviewed me as District Governor.  He 
wanted to know what Lions do.  I explained that 
Lions make a difference in people’s lives and we 
were certainly making a difference in this family’s 
life.  He wanted to know if I was aware this would 
be a blitz home.  I told him it hadn’t registered with 
me, until my first meeting with Linda Fleming and 
the Twin Falls Lions on coordination.  At that point, 
I was overwhelmed to think it could be done so 
rapidly.  He also interviewed the family.  The only 
clip I saw was well done included all those 
interviewed, and had about a minute of coverage. 
 I was unable to attend the second day.  The 
outside was sided with a light green siding and the 
sheetrock was taped and prepared for painting.  I 
was also not available on day three.  The third day 
the painting was finished on the interior walls.  The 
stucco was painted on the outside of the building 
about double the shade of green of the siding.  It 
made a beautifully accented home with the shingles 
also in a green tint.  Flooring and trim was installed 
on the inside.  Cabinets and hardware was 
installed.  Some of the appliances and bathroom 
fixtures were installed.  The outside was roto-tilled 
to prepare for cleaning up of rocks and getting 
ready for shrubs, trees, and sod.  A crew working 
on another project in the area heard about the 
project and came over and donated curbing around 
the shrub area in the front of the house.   
 On the fourth day finishing touches were put 
on the home.  Trim was painted and carpeted areas 
were prepared for laying the carpet.  Some 
landscaping was done with shrubs and trees being 
placed in the front of the home.  Light fixtures and 
the remaining appliances were installed.  Finish 
work was completed on  cabinets and the carpeting 
was completed.  More work was done on the lawn 
area to level out low and high spots and pick up 
more rocks from the site.  I know why they call this 

area Rock Creek.  Sod was delivered for the Twin 
Falls Lions to install the next day.  Again the Twin 
Falls Lions cleaned the site each night at about 
5:30 pm to prepare the work areas for the next day.   

Little Jacob could not stand not knowing 
what was happening with his new home designed 
for him.  His grandmother indicated he was a tired 
little boy.  He had been playing baseball that 
morning.  He would bat from his chair and then 
drop to the ground and drag his little body around 
the bases.  He evidently had been around the 
bases 4 times that morning.  The grandmother 
indicated the kids would stop and cheer him around 
including the opposing team.  He may be 
handicapped, but I don’t think he knows it.   

The last day the Twin Falls Lions put down 
sod that was donated.  Another surprise came as 
young people and leaders from the Modern 
Woodsman Group showed up to help.  They 
continued to rake, level, and pick up rocks ahead of 
the sod being laid.  The entire sod was laid in just 
over an hour.  The building inspector from the city 
came at 9:30 and gave the final occupancy okay.  
Other volunteers came in the afternoon and 
assisted in the cleaning of the home for occupancy.  
After lunch the Lions and a Lion from the 
landscaping company built a deck from the sliding 
door to the garage door so Jacob would have 
another way to the car.   

The day was completed with the dedication 
of the home and awards presented to the volunteer 
contractors and others who participated in the blitz 
build.  The Twin Falls Lions also received a plaque 
for their service.  A personal interest story of the 
day was when the family arrived for the dedication.  
The two little girls hadn’t been to the site since the 
pictures for the first day.  They had told Linda that 
they wanted the Habitat for Humanity restore truck 
in front of the house.  They covered their eyes as 
they placed themselves behind the truck.  On a 
count of three they yelled, “Move that Truck”!  It 
was very touching and difficult to keep one’s 
composure as a few tears of joy were shed.  The 
awards were given and Linda was given a thank 
you by the family.  The Twin Falls Lions were 
responsible for the Dedication Dinner.  One of the 
Twin Falls Lions husband is a Kiwanis member and 
they actually did the barbeque.  Another special 
interest story is the newly elected District Governor 
for Kiwanis, Patti Hansen, was one of the cooks. 

It was an amazing project and I thank the 
Twin Falls Lions and Lions Clubs International 
Foundation for participating in this project and 
allowing me the opportunity to finish my year on 
such a positive heart warming project.
